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Agreement between Friends of Green Lesbos (www.greenlesbos.com) and Cristoforos N. Mandilas

On behalf of the Friends of Green Lesbos John Bowers, the Society’s President and Stella Kalogeropoulou, the Society’s lawyer, visited Cristoforos Mandilas at his office on 13th October 2004 to discuss the protection of the wetlands of the Gulf of Kalloni. 

The Society’s members were extremely concerned over the long delay in completing the Plan for the Wetlands which gave an opportunity for individuals to reclaim parts of the wetlands, thus destroying, in some instances irreversibly, their ecological value. Since their interest was being damaged by the delay in completing the Plan for the Wetlands the Society was considering what action they could take and were investigating the possibility of making a complaint to the European Community who had funded the preparation of the Plan.

Cristoforos Mandilas admitted that he was responsible for the failure to complete the Plan. He undertook to deliver the final version of the Plan to the Authorities in Lesbos by 17th November 2004 and to make the document available to the Friends of Green Lesbos by the end of the year.

Provided this timetable was adhered to, Friends of Green Lesbos would take no further action on the matter.
